If you could only
have six clothing items to wear in the coming six weeks, what would
you choose? A T-shirt, a dress or a pair of jeans?

Today, I would like to introduce an interesting charity event to
you. It is called the “Six Items Challenge”. It is run by a British
organization called Labour Behind the Label. In this charity event, all
the participants can only have six clothing items to wear in six weeks,
but they can have unlimited access to shoes and accessories. The
clothing items can be mixed and matched so that even clever people are
not aware of the limited choices the participants have. Participants may
also pull out a scissor, needles and thread together with their own hands
to make changes of their clothes and re-design the clothing items in
their own style.

Why does the Labour Behind the Label run this campaign? There
are two major reasons of organizing this campaign. First, the aim of
this event is to draw the attention of people to the workers who are
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being exploited. Many workers are exploited in developing countries,
such as Cambodia and Myanmar. However, to our surprise, exploited
workers can also be found in some developed countries in Europe. The
workers only get a little money from producing the clothes, even when
the clothes are sold expensively. Besides that, “The Six Items
Challenge” is also organised to heighten awareness of the true cost of
“fast fashion™. The term “fast fashion™ may be new to many of us. But
all of you must have heard of “Forever 217, “H&M" and “Zara™. They
are some of the popular fast fashion retailers. The clothes of these
shops are designed and manufactured quickly and cheaply to allow the
consumers to buy the most current styles at a lower price. These fast
fashion retailers are the culprits of the exploitation of workers.

Today. when you take a closer look of your closet, we only wear
20% to 30% of the clothes in our closet. Nevertheless, we still buy a lot
of new clothes. We should take action now before the situation
deteriorates.
